Cr Hawkins advised that he had returned to the meeting prior to the decision being taken. 
 
The Acting General Manager undertook to follow this matter up. 
 
Management Response 
 
The Executive Manager Corporate Governance advised that following further 
investigation of this matter it remained unclear as to whether or not Cr Hawkins had 
returned to the meeting prior to the vote being taken. 
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5.1.3 Cr Fairbrother ς Cam River 
 
Cr Fairbrother noted that a representation made reference to a decision of Council on the 
21 November 2011 in relation to the Cam River.  That decision related to works that 
needed to be conducted to allow removal of the fence.  Cr Fairbrother foreshadowed a 
motion that the works be instituted and the fence removed immediately.

The Executive Manager Engineering Services advised that this type of request is a traffic 
management related issue for which the Department of Infrastructure, Energy & 
Resources have sole statutory approval authority.  The usual protocol for such requests is 
for the matter to be raised by officers at the bi-monthly traffic committee meeting which 
is attended by DIER officers, Tasmania Police officers, Council officers and chaired by 
EMES. 
 
I have consulted with the Manager of Roads & Traffic for DIER and received preliminary 
advice that this request would not receive approval. Specifically Watts profile speed 
humps are only considered by DIER in residential streets when an increase in traffic 
movements or loss of amenity is observed due to motorists using the road as a "short 
cut" or diversion through road between two collector or main roads. 
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5.1.5 Cr Fairbrother ς Action List ς Resource Sharing ς Burnie City Council 
 
Cr Fairbrother enquired as to the deferral of the meeting with Burnie City Council due to 
the recent leadership change within that Council.  He questioned if there was a need for 
there to be a General Manager involved from the Burnie City Council to further progress 
issues between the two councils. 
 
The Mayor advised that as there is an Acting General Manager at Burnie City Council.

Consultant is to scheduled to present to Council on this issue at the Group Discussion on

Cr Moore requested if any action can be taken to encourage / persuade / force the 
property owner to lift the standard of that address to that of the other properties in the 
near precinct?

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Management Response 
 
The Executive Manager Engineering Services advised that a roadside inspection had been 
undertaken at which time it was ascertained that there were no grounds to issue an 
abatement notice. 
 
 

5.1.10 Cr Hawkins ς Community Consultation timeframe - Planning Scheme 
 
Cr Hawkins enquired if Councillors could be advised of the expected community 
consultation timeframe around new our planning scheme? 
 
The Mayor took the question on notice. 
 
Management Response 
 
The Executive Manager Corporate Governance advised that Mr John Ayers, GHD 
Consultant Planner advised Councillors of the likely timeframes for community 
consultation at the Group Discussion held on 23 January 2012.  At this stage, informal 
community consultation is planned for May/June 2012. 
 
 

5.1.11 Cr Smith ςBoat Harbour - Tents 
 
Cr Smith enquired if signage could be installed at Boat Harbour restricting the use of 
tents in the area for more than 48 hours. 
 
The Executive Manager Engineering Services took the question on notice. 
 
Management Response 
 
The Executive Manager Engineering Services advised that signage was to be erected as 
soon as possible. 
 
 

5.1.12 Cr Bramich ς Gate to Table Cape Lighthouse 
 
Cr Bramich enquired if AMSA was aware that the gate was not being closed on a regular 
basis at night. 
 
The Mayor advised that there has been correspondence forwarded to AMSA in relation to 
this matter and undertook to follow up. 
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Management Response 
 
The Executive Manager Corporate Governance advises that both AMSA and the security 
company responsible for the site had been advised on the 17 January 2012 of the 
concerns raised by Councillors regarding the closure of the lighthouse gates overnight.

Cr Smith 
stated that he believed that tents should not be allowed as they were not self contained.  
Cr Smith asked if signage could be installed at Boat Harbour the same as at Sisters Beach 
to indicate that motorhomes were allowed, but tents were not. 
 
He queried if the Boat Harbour Progress Association could be approached on this subject 
with a resolution prior to Easter. 
 
The General Manager advised that over the festive season there were a lot of 
motorhomes.  He advised that signage can be erected but queried what extent of 
policing is Council requiring, as security personnel have had to be employed to police the 
Wynyard Showgrounds. 
 
 

5.2.3 Cr Fairbrother ς Policy Development ς Freedom Camping 
 
Cr Fairbrother asked if Council had a policy that dealt with the issues of overnight stays, 
location, freedom camping, policing etc, that this would give direction as to compliance.  
He believed that the formation of a policy for freedom camping should be a priority.

I ask this question in light of the considerable 
upgrade that is proposed by Tas Ports of Devonport Airport. 
 
Could the General Manager seek a briefing for Councillors with the Acting General 
Manager of Burnie City Council for an update on future plans for this facility. 
 
The purpose of this question is in the context of the Waratah-Wynyard Strategic Plan:  1. 
Economic Prosperity:  Outcome: road, rail and air transport opportunities are maximised. 
 
The General Manager undertook to follow this matter up. 
 

5.2.6 Cr Moore ς Aspects of Cam River 
 
Cr Moore referred to the Agenda of 21 November 2011 where the motion was successful 
where in part council maintain pedestrian access on the western side of the river near the 
bridge.

other persons present who wish to ask a question have asked one question each and the 15 minute 
period referred to in sub-clause (1) has not elapsed. 

5. All questions asked must relate directly to the affairs of the council or the relevant committee and 
be directed to the chairperson, who may:- 
(a) refuse to accept a question, in which case he or she is to give reasons for doing so; or 
(b) answer the question himself or herself; or 
(c) refer the question to another Councillor, member, the General Manager or any other 

employee of the council present at the meeting; or 
(d) direct that the question is to be put on notice and in writing to be answered at a later 

meeting. 
6. Following completion of the questions, up to 15 minutes or such longer period as the Council or 

committee may determine by resolution is to be provided for persons present at the meeting 
(other than Councillors or members) to make statements of not more than 3 minutes duration to 
the meeting.  Subclauses (2) and (3) above apply, and a person may only make one statement 
which must relate directly to the affairs of the council or the relevant committee and be directed to 
the chairperson.

They are 
no different to himself.  He wanted to offer fork lift training, child care training, RSA 
training, he wanted to put in a commercial kitchen, it is really for the benefit of the 
community, he hopes to make money from it as he is a business person.  He took offence

At the December Ordinary Meeting, councillors were given a broad brush resume by Mr 
Ken Dorsey on his ideas and apparently his initial approaches to various 
groups/individuals with regard to the facility.  I for one councillor, was alerted/alarmed 
that if WWC takes no action at this point in time, a situation could be allowed to develop 
for a private entrepreneur such as he to develop for his own - alone benefit. 
 
History tells us that the old Wynyard Primary School facility in Hogg Street was subject to 
concerning degrees of wanton vandalism before the council of the day saw fit to achieve 
the result that it has been for a long beneficial period, for the community!  I do not want 
a similar scenario to occur with the Wragg Street Facility!!!

11.2.1 Cr Smith ς Forestry Plantation - Oldina 
 
Background/Rationale 
 
I would like to bring to the attention of Waratah-Wynyard Council the state of the 
forestry plantation owned by Gunns Ltd at Oldina, where I believe both the weed 
situation and fire hazard are out of control. 
 
According to the Good Neighbour Charter for Commercial Tree Farming signed in 2000 
by Tasmanian tree farming businesses, including Gunns Ltd, they have agreed to adopt 
active strategies to control weeds and vermin and to develop fire management strategies 
with the objective of preventing fires starting in and spreading from tree farms. 
 
The Charter commits tree farming businesses, including Gunns Ltd, to working pro-
actively and cooperatively with local government to resolve issues of concern. 
 
Management Response 
 
The Good Neighbour Charter for Commercial Tree Faming in Tasmania is a voluntary 
undertaking, signed by a number of tree farming businesses, to explain to the community 
how they will address concerns of neighbouring landowners regarding the siting and 
operation of tree farms.  
 
The charter commits the signatories to work pro-actively and co-operatively to resolve 
issues of concern to local government.  The charter also commits them to adopt active 
strategies to control those weeds and animal pests which are of concern to neighbours 
and to work with government on regional weeds and pest management strategies. 
 
With respect to fire risk, the charter the charter commits to the development of fire 
management strategies with the objective of preventing fires starting in tree farms and 
preventing fires from spreading from tree farms.  This includes establishment of 
firebreaks, dams and access roads and maintenance of fire fighting capability. 
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Officers will communicate with Gunns Ltd to ascertain the current status of weed, vermin 
and fire hazard control measures at the site, identify any measures planned to address 
issues arising and report to Council on the outcomes.

PURPOSE 
 
Application has been made to subdivide land on the western side of Mount Hicks Road, 
located between the Old Bass Highway and the railway line, to form 94 residential 
allotments. 
 
The land is known as 2-28 Mount Hicks Road, Wynyard ς formally described as 
Certificate of Title Volume 138117 Folio 2. 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
A previous application for an 84-lot residential subdivision of 2-28 Mount Hicks Road, 
Wynyard was made and approved in 2004.  Development of the land did not eventuate 
due to an expiration of time. 
 
The current application is for a 94-lot residential subdivision of the land at 2-28 Mount 
Hicks Road, Wynyard. 
 
The following reports accompany the current application: 

¶ Traffic Impact Assessment dated 27 October 2011 (revised from previous TIA 
prepared for application in 2004); 

¶ Stormwater Drainage Assessment and Design dated June 2005 (from previous 
application ς satisfactory for planning application phase); and 

¶ Acid Sulphate Soils report, 2012. 
  



 
Planning Authority 
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DETAILS 
 
Application 
 
Application is made to subdivide land at 2-28 Mount Hicks Road, located between Old 
Bass Highway and the TasRail railway line, to form 94 residential allotments.  The 
proposal is to incorporate a loop road with two access junctions to Mount Hicks Road.  
A cul-de-sac servicing 10 Lots is proposed to the south-west corner of the property.  A

Roads B and C are located between the northern and southern sections of Road A.  
Three walkways totalling 407 m2 are proposed to provide access to the Lockett Street 
school to the west, Old Bass Highway to the north and Mount Hicks Road to the east.  
Vehicular access to Locket Street from within the subdivision is not proposed. 
 
It is proposed to locate a stormwater detention basin to the north-east of the site.  The 
proposal plan shows this area as public open space. 
 
Following a meeting with Council, the Applicant provided a Traffic Impact Assessment 
dated 27 October 2011, and a Stormwater Drainage Assessment and Design dated June 
2005, included with the original application, but is agreed to be satisfactory for the 
Planning Application phase. 
 
The proposed development requires a Section 57 planning application under the Land 
Use Planning and Approvals Act 1993 (LUPAA).  Section 57(1)(B) of LUPAA allows 
Council to relax the provisions of its Planning Scheme under a discretionary status. 
 
Following preliminary assessment and advice from Cradle Mountain Water, the 
application was placed on hold with a request that the applicant submit additional 
documentation (s.54 LUPAA) that provided the following: 
 
1. An Acid Sulphate Soils report by a suitably qualified and experienced 

environmental scientist; and 
2. A revised site plan clearly indicating a title of land to contain the proposed 

sewerage pump station including access and commercial vehicle turning circle 
detail. 

Additional information was received by Council on 1 December 2011, however not to 
the satisfaction of Cradle Mountain Water as per their letter dated 5 December 2011. 
 
A revised Acid Sulphate Soil report was provided to the satisfaction of Council and 
Cradle Mountain Water on 16 January 2012.

The application has been assessed against Clause 6.4.1 Issue 4.0:- Railway Alignment. 
 This has identified a number of conditions recommended to address potential noise, 
vibration and safety buffers.  The other issues raised in the TasRail letter are largely 
advisory. 
 
 
Advertising 
 
The application was advertised for a period of 14 days in accordance with the provisions 
of the Land Use Planning and Approvals Act 1993.  During the advertising period, Council 
received 4 representations.  The representations and planning response to the issues 
raised is provided below: 
 

Representation 1 

Issue A 
The land area where 2-28 Mt Hicks Road is located on the flood plain of the Inglis River catchment and 
the Port Creek.  There are two branches of water course running through the area where the proposed 
subdivision is located.  As the area is located on land subject to flooding, a residential subdivision would 
be grossly inappropriate. 
Further reference is also made to the following: 

¶ The Sharples Report, Explanatory Report ς Indicative Coastal Vulnerability Mapping of Tasmania 
(2nd ed, 2006); 

¶ Absence of Waratah-Wynyard Council detailed flood mapping of the area; 

¶ Risk of sea inundation through storm surge identified in the Waratah-Wynyard Emergency 
Management Plan Issue 8 March 2011;

Planning Response 
In terms of flood risk, the Executive Manager Engineering Services is satisfied that the original 
subdivision application for 84 residential allotments (2004) and also the current subdivision application 
on the site could be mitigated. 
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The following comments from the original engineering report are still applicable:

This position is based on the Stormwater Drainage Assessment and Design, dated June 2005, which is 
considered to be applicable and satisfactory for the purposes of the planning application phase of the 
current application.  Remodelling and detailed engineering design will be undertaken for the current 
subdivision layout so that flooding issues are mitigated. 
Although the Waratah-Wynyard Emergency Management Plan 2011 identifies the Inglis and Flowerdale 
River junction as a flood risk to personal health (p.8), effective mitigation measures through detailed 
engineering design for the subdivision will minimise flood risk.

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Issue B 
Road safety and traffic impacts at the junction of Mount Hicks Road and the Old Bass Highway.  This 
intersection already presents a danger to road users and pedestrians who cross the road on the Old Bass 
Highway.  An increase in traffic, as will occur with such a residential development (even if the traffic was 
erroneously based on the 2004 figures provided under the planning application) will increase the risk to 
the safety of existing residents on Old Bass Highway, cyclists, pedestrians and other road users. 
 
Planning Response 
A Traffic Impact Assessment conducted by Terry Eaton, Consulting Engineer, dated 27 October 2011 
was provided to Council.  The report assesses the current application before the Council, however 
attaches a copy of the Traffic Impact Assessment dated January 2004 as an appendix.  The October 
2011 report acknowledges the initial TIA was also conducted by Terry Eaton for the previous 
application, and that this report provides background data which has been updated to account for the 
current proposal with regard to the elapse of time and the new layout.

On this basis, the Council considers that road safety and traffic impacts at the junction of Mount Hicks 
Road and Old Bass Highway have been adequately addressed. 

Issue C 
The objectives of the Land Use Planning and Approvals Act 1993, Schedule 1, Part 2 ς άTo secure a 
pleasant, efficient, and safe working, living and recreational environmental for all Tasmanians and 
ǾƛǎƛǘƻǊǎέΦ  This proposal is in contravention of this objective. 
 
Planning Response 
The proposed subdivision has provided satisfactory reports addressing the issues associated with road 
safety and traffic impacts, stormwater drainage assessment, acid sulphate soils analysis and potential 
railway noise and vibration.  It is considered that all relevant considerations have been addressed as 
part of the planning application process. 

 
Representation 2 

We are concerned about: 
1. Flood risk to adjoining properties has not been suitably addressed in the proposal; 
2. Maintenance and suitability of the open drain to be retained at the rear of our property; 
3. Potential malfunction of, and odours from, the proposal sewerage pump station; 
4. Potential health and safety issues created by providing public access to an open drainage system in 

an urban environment; and 
5. The maintenance and use of the designated open space area proposed at the rear of our property.

At present the stormwater flows into the open drain starting from 49 Old Bass Highway, through to 
Mount Hicks Road.  Will this 4.5 m wide drain easement have suitable infrastructure so that properties 
from 53 to 63 Old Bass Highway be able to connect into the system for their stormwater runoff?  This 
area it seems will be a public and recreation area, which is not conducive to having an open drain or 
channel. 
 
Additionally, is there any possibility that stormwater runoff from our property at 47 Old Bass Highway 
could be linked into the new subdivision drainage system?
